The north end of the river near Miller Bridge, Webster
railings will create a gateway onto a new riverside
footpath.

Along the central section of Aynam Road, glass
panels will retain much loved riverside views.

At the southern end of Aynam Road a new flood wall
will host a viewing platform up the river and a new
access down to the ford.
